1 Découpez 14 morceaux de ficelle
de coton de 260 cm et attachez-les
au fur et a mesure autour du baton
de bois. Coupez également 13
morceaux de ficelle de coton de 130
cm et tressez-les au fur et a mesure
en forme de demi-cercle. Attachez 2
morceaux de ficelle de coton 260 cm
autour du baton en bois en faisant
une boucle. Prenez le deuxiéme
cordon en partant de la gauche
(cordon n ° 2) et tirez-le vers la droite
en biais, en tressant des noeuds de
boucle autour de ce dernier avec le
cordon situé tout a gauche (cordon n
°1), c'est-a-dire enrouler le cordon n
°1 fois autour du cordon n° 2 comme
illustré sur la photo. Répétez cette
procédure avec les cordons n° 3 et 4
et serrez les cordons.

2 Take the cord on which all the
other cords are braided and braid it
around the wooden stick as shown in
the photo.
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3 Repeat this procedure so that you
end up with a loop, resulting in three
sets of cords around the wooden
stick.
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4 Tie another 260 cm piece of
cotton twine around the wooden
stick on the right doubled over with a
loop. Take the second cord from the
right (cord No. 5) and pull it towards
the left at an angle.

7 Tie another 260 cm piece of
cotton twine around the wooden
stick on the left doubled over with a
loop. Repeat steps 5 and 6, this time
from left towards right. Attach a 130
cm doubled-over piece of cotton
twine as described previously but
this time on the far right at the very
top by the stick.
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5 Braid loop knots with each cord
around the mentioned cord moving
towards the opposite side. Secure —
like before — the cord on which all
the other cords are braided and tie it
around the wooden stick with a loop,
but don't tighten the knot just yet.
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8 Repeatsteps 5,6 and 7
alternating from the right and the left
until you have braided 14 semi circles
around the middle.

6 Double over a 130 cm piece of
cotton twine and tie it around the
around the cotton twine on the far
left at the very top by the stick as
shown in the photo. Feed the
doubled-over end through the
braiding from the back and make a
loop around the cord on which all the
cords are braided. Tighten the cords.

9 Trim the ends of the pieces of
cotton twine at a length of 15 cm
following the curve of the semi circle
or trim horizontally in a straight line
following the wooden stick at the top.
Tie a thin piece of string in the hooks
on the wooden stick for hanging.
