Scratch the
surfaces and use slip (clay dissolved
in water). Press evenly to avoid air
pockets between the layers.
Continue working on the decoration
with modelling tools, ribbon cutters

or thin wooden flower sticks. Use the
tools to scratch, press or emboss the

surface of the clay.

7 Leave the relief to dry. Fire the
work in a pottery kiln at approx.
1,000°C for better durability.

5 You may arrange for a feature to
stand out from the background, as
shown in the picture.
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6 Hollow out the castle at the back
with a ribbon cutter if the pupil
makes the castle very thick.
Remember to make a hanging gutter
or a hole for hanging for later.
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
